This permit allows one connection to be made to the public sewers of the Richmond Utilities District.  The connection must be made within 180 days of the date of the permit.  The connection will be made by the District.  The District must be notified at least 5 working days in advance of the date the connection is needed.  No connections will be made on weekends.  Further information can be found in the district’s Rules and Regulations.  Please note any additional conditions listed below.

It is the opinion of the Richmond Utilities District, Sewer Division, that the existing sewer system and the existing Treatment Plant can handle the increase as proposed above and the District will not violate its license as a result of this.  It is the District’s policy to allocate available capacity in its wastewater collection and treatment system on a first come, first served basis.  If the capacity allocated in this permit is not used within the time limit, or approved extension, it will revert to the District.
